mighty hive of bees eager to secure at first the best places and at last any place at all After waiting more than half an hour
for if you wish to have a seat you must be there at least that space of time in advance Mr Spurgeon ascended his tribune To
the hum and rush and trampling of men succeeded a low concentrated thrill and murmur of devotion which seemed to run at
once like an electric current through the breast of every one present and by this magnetic chain the preacher held us fast
bound for about two hours It is not my purpose to give a summary of his discourse It is enough to say of his voice that its
power and volume are sufficient to reach every one in that vast assembly of his language that it is neither high flown nor
homely of his style that it is at times familiar at times declamatory but always happy and often eloquent of his doctrine that
neither the Calvinist nor the Baptist appears in the forefront of the battle which is waged by Mr Spurgeon with relentless
animosity and with Gospel weapons against irreligion cant hypocrisy pride and those secret bosom sins which so easily beset
a man in daily life and to sum up all in a word it is enough to say of the man himself that he impresses you with a perfect
conviction of his sincerity More than a hundred years after his death Charles Spurgeon s legacy continues to effectively
