was limited by the elements of the people s self government the People s Assembly Veche operated between the 9th and 11th
centuries In the 19th century historians no longer interpreted the processes of the creation of the Russian state in such an
immediate way They did not reduce it to the assertion of an autocratic power capable of overcoming both the centrifugal
forces within the country and the Mongol domination The process of creating a centralized state in Eastern Russia was
viewed as a definite result of the ethnic development of the people The development of state institutions of power was
associated with the processes that took place in Moscow The content of the process itself was reduced to the struggle of
